Varazdin

Varazdin, is also known as the “baroque capital“of Croatia, and is situated in the northwest of the
country, close to Slovenian and Hungarian borders. The historic centre is one of the most important
and preserved areas of baroque-rococo urban architecture in the region and is protected as a
historical monument. Integral parts of its value are the green areas, gardens and parks. Varazdin's
ancient cemetery, which is protected as a monument of natural history, is considered to be one of the
most beautiful examples of horticultural architecture in Croatia and broader region.

The communal standard of Varazdin is very high. The municipality takes great care in the preservation
of the air quality and garbage disposal. The streets and parks are clean and litter-free; with “green
oasis” also being developed. The river Drava, which runs close to the city, is one of its major assets.
Varazdin is increasingly becoming an important tourist destination. And in recognition of the care of

Smriice

Smrzice is a village situated in a fertile region of Central Moravia which is in the eastern part
of the Czech Republic. The village lies in the area known as Hornomoravsky aval, the Upper
Moravian Valley. Smrzice and its surroundings possess mainly an agricultural character, but
large meadows or forests can also be found nearby in the area of Velky Kosit (Great Kosir).
Smrzice is the largest and oldest village in Prostéjov district, with 1650 inhabitants and 600
houses, its first written record being in 1131. Present-day Smrzice could be considered as a
very active, progressive and dynamically developing village. Associations based in SmrzZice
contribute to a broad range of rich social and sporting activities, including the maintenance
of the environment. There are also six successful private companies in the area focusing on
agriculture and the environment.

During last twenty years enormous progress has been made in the area of development of
village infrastructure, especially in relationship to the quality of environment, protection and
conservation of landscape and nature. This has included new public green areas, parks,
recreation places, playgrounds for children, and a large sporting center with cultural facilities
such as a restaurant, internet cafeteria, culture hall, and fitness center. Cycling routes, bio-
corridors, and tree lined fields are also provided. There is also a well organized management
network focusing on the maintenance, protection and development of the environment and
green areas.

Paloznak

Paloznak is situated on the northern shore of Lake Balaton , at the southern foot of the
Bakony Hills. The centre of the village with its houses covered with thatched roofs around
the church hill, has preserved its structural characteristics of the Balaton Uplands. In 1998
Paloznak won the Hild Prize, and in 2007 a village restoration prize. On the hill side, old
vineyards show the traditional character of the region, although old cellars and new holiday
houses exist side by side.

The aim of the village is to enhance the environment and green areas by using traditional
methods, and inhabitants are encouraged to use traditional building materials and plants
characteristic to the Balaton Uplands flora. Each year community planting is organized and in
the “Flowered Paloznak” movement a professional jury evaluates the gardens several times
during the year.

Traditional wine cultivation is also very important for the village, and a wine path has been
created, visiting old cellars where tourists can also taste the best wines from Paloznak.

In spite of the growing number of inhabitants, the village preserves its familiar, intimate
atmosphere and quietness. And the recent development of the millenium park, the church
yard and the main square makes the village even more attractive. Guests are welcome by the
village community in the summer season and also the winter programme of activities.

Transacqua

is one of 8 villages in the Valley of Primiero which is surrounded by the Dolomites Natural
Park, Paneveggio Pale di San Martino; a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Monuments and
buildings date back to medieval and renaissance times and are intermixed with modern
architecture and a local mining museum that recalls an important part of the past. There are
vast flowered gardens (14 different species of roses), green areas as well as private and
educational vegetable gardens for children.

In conjunction with other councils, a wide array of local public facilities and services are
provided, including schools, a medical centre, the voluntary fire brigade, police, disabled and
elderly facilities, sports facilities, environmental information kiosks, farmer assistance office,
youth centre, and a state of the art road network.

Commitment to the environment is expressed in 80% recycling of local urban waste, the use
of low consumption public lighting and an online energy management database —
Energybook. An “Oil Free Zone” project provided self-sufficiency in the production of electric
power from 7 hydro-power stations producing about 500 GW / year, of which over 80% is
exported deriving vital income, and the wood chip district heating facility covers heating and
hot water requirements.

Other economic activities include hotels, restaurants, artisan activities, traditional crafts and
alpine agriculture that produce Slow Food certified products such as cheese (Puzzone of
Primiero, Tosela of Primiero) and butter (Botiro of Primiero).

Tameside

Tameside is located in the North West of England, between the City of Manchester, and the
Peak District National Park.

Environments in Tameside range from densely populated towns which developed during the
industrial revolution, to rural villages surrounded by open moorland. Approximately 46% of
the Borough's total area is countryside which is rich in heritage and wildlife. The area
includes historic market towns, the valleys of 3 rivers, the Tame, Medlock and Etherow, a
historic canal network and industrial heritage areas as well as 3 country parks and 4 nature
reserves.

Tameside has a wonderful heritage of Industrial history, a Moravian settlement, leisure use of
the canals, and traditional parks which are used to the full, with top quality floral displays,
play and leisure provision. The whole population are encouraged into partnership with the
Municipality to fully engage in improving their way of life. Progressive programmes of new
development such as the new tramway, and restoration of Stamford Park, and the siting of a
regional IKEA store show the Borough's commitment, and the Tameside in Bloom Family
bring together a host of voluntary and neighbourhood groups improving local environments
through horticultural activity.
